Justification for removal of the approved Stage 2 basement access at the Sydney building
While the original proposal included vehicular ramps into the basement car park on either side of the Brisbane Building, further development o

the on-site vehicular manoeuvring arrangements identified that these are not required for traffic purposes. Furthermore, the ramps attract traffic

f

volume and garbage/delivery vehicles into the internal circulation road, which would be better maintained at low vehicle volumes, catering more

for visitors cars, pedestrians and cyclists, with the principal traffic volumes and garbage/delivery traffic being concentrated on the main internal
access road along the north-eastern boundary.

In addition, the removal of the ramps allows the space to be converted to useable communal open space.

Amenities for use by pool users are located in the base of the Hobart
building. These are also shared by gym users and the retail/commercial units.

ntry arbour off Epping Road between the Sydney and Brisbane building
Council’s Design Review Panel raised concerns in relation to the alignment of sightlines along the entry route. The revised design increases the
width of the entry path and replaces the entry arbour with a wall of vertical posts to mark the route. The proponent would have no objection to
providing a covered way along the route. However, such entry routes are typically uncovered, and the landscape designer and architect prefer the

more open arrangement now proposed.
