Preferred Project Report Statement
Stage 1 Project Approval
Stated below are the final changes which make up the Preferred Project Report, these changes relate to the project application only, no changes have been made to the concept plan. The modifications bare no change to the facade or sides of the building, the rear of the building has slight architectural change leaving an aesthetic outcome to the covered walkway and building in general.
1. Drawing SK 101 PL, this drawing shows the proposed area for the Liquid Oxygen Storage facility, more detail is shown see SK 130 PL
2. Drawing SK 101 PL, this drawing shows the roof where one extra ‘fin’ has been introduced to cover the linked walkway at the rear of the structure, note this will be repeated in the following stages 2,3, and 4, see SK 106 & 107 EL for further detail
3. Drawing SK 102 PL, this drawing shows the modified rooms where,
a. The garbage and recycling area has been shifted, with more space being created
b. The standby diesel generator and fuel storage has been modified 
c. The main switchboard is moved 
d. The gas storage area modified 
4. Drawing SK 103 PL, this drawing shows the room modification to facilitate the two radioiodine effluent detention tanks, pumps and instrumentation
5. Drawing SK 103 PL, this drawing shows the modified store room to facilitate the suction plant, compressor units and hot water generators 
6. Drawing SK 105 PL, this drawing shows the creation of a Radioiodine Therapy Facility within one of the ten overnight beds (Room1.1, Level 2) this room is lead lined and constructed to the Health Facility Guidelines and the BCA. The radioactive effluent generated from this unit is held in detention tanks in CP 1, with the incorporation of separate ventilation and air-conditioning.
7. Drawing SK 105 PL, this drawing shows the modification to the room to accommodate and facilitate Mental Health for Patients in accordance with Health Facility Guidelines.
8. Drawing SK 105 PL, also shows a more effective floor plan (all in accordance with Health Facility Guidelines) plan;
a. The Operating Theatre arrangement has been modified
b. The CSD and Sterile Storage has been modified
c. The Stage 2’ recovery  has been re modelled
d. The Stage 1’ recovery has been remodelled 
e. ICU and High Dependency have been moved and modified
f. One of the ICU rooms has been upgraded with Negative Pressure
g. A Perfusion Room has been added along with several small cleaners rooms
9. Drawing SK 105 PL, this drawing shows a set of stairs for the easy access between floors for the Surgeons
10. Drawing SK 106 PL, this drawing shows the introduced ‘fin’ extending over the walkway to the rear of the structure, note this will be repeated in the following stages 2,3, and 4,
11. Drawing SK 107 PL, this drawing shows the introduced ‘fin’ extending over the walkway to the rear of the structure, note this will be repeated in the following stages 2,3, and 4,
12. Drawing SK 108 PL, this drawing shows the modified windows at rear of the building providing privacy to both the toilet facility and the teaching areas.
