
Concept design
The concept design for the Coffs Harbour bypass is shown above.

The concept design includes:

A new four lane dual carriageway highway from 
south of Englands Road to Korora Hill.

An upgrade of the existing highway from Korora Hill to the southern end 
of the Sapphire to Woolgoolga upgrade to provide a four lane dual carriageway
highway and a local access road.

Refinements to the concept design

Refinements to the design include:

Adjustments to the design of roadside cut and fill batters.

Development of designs for the possible grade-separated interchanges.

Development of arrangements to provide access to nearby properties.

Refinement of the proposed boundaries for the road corridor.

The concept design may be adjusted during the environmental assessment studies and
in response to community comments.

Highway access arrangements

The concept design provides for possible grade-separated interchanges at the following
locations as shown on the above map:

Englands Road.

Coramba Road.

Korora Hill.

Local roads

The existing Pacific Highway would link the Coffs Harbour central business district to the
interchanges at Englands Road and Korora Hill.

A local access road between the southern end of the Sapphire to Woolgoolga upgrade
and the Korora Hill interchange would link Sapphire and Korora to the interchange and to
the existing highway into Coffs Harbour.

The Coramba Road interchange would provide access to west Coffs Harbour and the
Orara Valley.

The preferred route for the Coffs Harbour bypass could pass through major ridges near
the western end of Mackays Road and Gatelys Road in either deep cuttings or tunnels.
The road corridor in these locations will accommodate both alternatives. A landscaped
overpass is proposed at Roberts Hill Ridge.

Existing highway through Coffs Harbour

The RTA and Coffs Harbour City Council will continue to manage the existing highway
through Coffs Harbour until the new highway is built.The completion of the Hogbin
Drive extension across Coffs Creek forms part of the management of the existing
highway. The extension was jointly funded by the NSW and Australian governments and
Coffs Harbour City Council.

The Concept Design Report for the Coffs Harbour bypass explains how the concept was
developed, the planning constraints and the potential impacts of the project.

Sapphire to Woolgoolga upgrade
The environmental assessment for the Sapphire to Woolgoolga section of the Coffs Harbour
Highway Planning Strategy was on display for public comment until 15 February 2008.

Following the display, the RTA considered community submissions received and
prepared a submissions report in response to the issues raised.The submissions report
has been forwarded to the NSW Department of Planning.The proposal will now be
assessed by the NSW Department of Planning and considered for approval by the
NSW Minister for Planning.

Additional field investigations are currently being undertaken for the upgrade.These
include geotechnical and heritage investigations and on-site surveys.
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
